Yet another highlight is the
Whispering Gallery, where even the smallest whisper
gets amplified and heard from side to side.

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Malik-e-Maidan is one of the largest surviving
bell metal cannons in the world. The 4.5 m long
cannon, mounted in Vijayapura (Bijapur) by
Muhammad Adil Shah, weighs about 5,500 kg.
The head of the cannon is designed in the
shape of a lion whose jaws are trying to devour
an elephant. According to legends, it is
believed that if you touch the gun and make a

wish, it will come true.
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The mausoleum of Ibrahim Adil Shah I, a
massive mosque and tomb in Vijayapura is truly
impressive. It has two buildings standing on a
common platform and is supported by
intricately carved arches and enclosed by

gardens on three sides.
